Vovkun S. Contribution P.O. Kulisha in activity Cyril and Methodius fellowship

The paper considers that Kulish was not the only member of Cyril and Methodius, but also influenced the devel-
opment of the ideological foundations of its policy documents, was one of the ideologues of Cyril Methodians sought to
direct the organization’s activities for more active work for the benefit not only of Ukraine but of all the Slavic world .

In a short period of Cyril and Methodius (January 1846p. — March 1847p.) The participants have been prepared
and approved; "Charter of the Slavic Society of St. Cyril and Methodius", program "Genesis of the Ukrainian people",
appeal "Ukrainian brothers!" and "Brothers Russians and Poles!". In addition, members of the Society had written many
historical works, nonfiction and fiction, collected and published part number of folk songs, tales, legends, and ethno-
graphic descriptions and more. Criticizing the monarchy and its feudal system, members of the Society made a number
of ideas about replacing the new structure of society, which would find happiness Slavic peoples.

The research question of the relation of the Society to the most important problems of the past and contemporary
life shows that their views were an important milestone in the development of democratic Ukrainian historical science.

Kulish considered by us as a member of Cyril and Methodius, the ideological foundations of program docu-
ments of a political organization carried her and taken literally as part meant a certain group or even a few people. In
some cases, the views of two or three, and sometimes one of the members of the Association meet their common his-
torical concept. Since Kulish considered by us as a member of Cyril and Methodius, ideological behinds program docu-
ments of political organization and carried on his outlook.

However, staying in the Society P.Kulish some researchers have questioned, but more careful study of this
problem allows us to assert that Kulish was a full member of the aforementioned Ukrainian secret organization, for
which he suffered government penalties. The documents show that Kulish was not only a member of the Society, and
actively influence of time on the stance of its participants. In letters to M.Kostomarov, M.Hulaka, V.Byelozerskoho,
O.Markovycha and other members of Cyril and Methodius, he drew attention to the need to reinforce their creative
work to study the history of Ukraine, its culture, protection of native speech.

On his involvement with the Society Kulish in the autobiographical book "Kulysh Life" says: "Even when he
was in Kiev when he held together how many friends; in this small community, we are first originated the idea-issuing
of books required to self- ukrainian and building the common schools. The idea was tilted to some masters of this hu-
manists and the lay the foundation of public education in Ukraine. Often wrote Kulish from the capital to Belozersky,
then Kostomarova, then the other, keeping their spirits. And they are not the Cossacks were to be had from the prop.
Sometimes they are accompanied and conducted extensive conversations about all Slavs.

Kulish during the investigation, and later with his inconsistency in one case claimed that he was "a member of
the Brotherhood", and that the community was going to "buy up all the Slavic nations in free union under the protection
of the Russian Emperor" another — his involvement in clandestine political organizations objected, citing the fact that
Cyril Methodians reasons for Ukraine saving it to your "brotherhood not barkers.""

In our opinion, Kulish was not the only member of the Society, but also influenced the development of the ide-
ological foundations of its policy documents, was one of the ideologues of Cyril Methodians sought to direct the activi-
ties of a more active benefit not only Ukraine, but also the entire Slavic world.

Goncharov V. Basic aspects research tradition and innovations of the within socio and philosophical con-
cept V. Plahov

The aim — to draw attention to the most fundamental developments devoted to the traditions represented scien-
tific achievements within different theoretical and methodological concepts, including social and philosophical, the
conclusions of which, in our opinion, is not played the greatest role in shaping the cultural approach to their research.
To achieve this goal will focus on the analysis of the scientific heritage of the Russian sociologist and philosopher Vla-
dimir Plahov who investigated social systemohenez, the basic operation of law considered by tradition.

In the introduction, the author emphasizes that through rituals , customs, rites, ceremonies, etc. is common —
tradition — historically established social relations as a special general sociological law, as may be considered synony-
mous with tradition and more universal terms on the other.

Unit "Society and social relations and systems analysis. Tradition as a social phenomenon" begins with the
statement that any social movement is due to changes in the social relations of production on the basis of wealth, the
agents of which are men. In this tradition implemented on 6 levels of society.

The main qualities traditions researchers attribute cumulativeness, nadchuttyevist, nadindyvidualnist, indivisi-
bility and more.

In Chapter II, "The tradition of the law of social relations" researcher considers tradition as a specific historical
inheritance law in development. Reflecting the social history, tradition can not be an obstacle in the way of anything
new and general social progress.

Researcher innovative capabilities traditions linking their division into dynamic and static. Although it does not
see a fundamental difference between them , as in the middle of the inherent mechanisms for external enrichment with
new components — innovation.
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Section 2, "Tradition in the process of genesis and functioning of the public relations aspect of information" re-
searcher examines the tradition of functioning as a law that provides spatio-temporal fixation system changes in social
relations. With regard to the information aspect tradition, the ability tradition "restore order" B. says Plahov peculiar
way of limiting chaos, disorganization.

Section 3 "The tradition in the social norms. Mechanism proskryptsiyi" V. Plahov shows the ability traditions
act as a natural social norms. Although it is eternal, this metamorphosis can be multifaceted, endlessly different and
historically transient. Important for the understanding of tradition is Chapter 3 of "systemic -functional tradition of be-
ing". B. Plahov stresses that it is informative nature traditions makes them possible metamorphosis, and expression of
various objective things.

All functions of the traditions associated with the action of dialectical patterns characteristic of various kinds.
Also tradition inherently function as social communication and information function.

In the following chapters V. Plahov analyzes the institutionalization traditions and their connection with the
operation of the legal system.

Chapter Two is devoted to research work genesis origin traditions, their place and role in antroposotsiogeneza
due to social progress and the dynamics of the social system.

As part of our research is worth attention Part 2 of the book "The tradition in social life". In particular, in
Chapter 1, "Types and specific manifestations of tradition" researcher focuses on the aspects of display tradition and
tradition functions in different areas of life — science, technology, religion and so on. Individual units represented by the
theme of "Tradition in Art. The problem of tradition and innovation in art".

Channels penetration traditions in artistic creativity researcher include: the identity of the artist and his school,
historical and statistical determination of artistic development, regulatory systems — aesthetic, moral, linguistic, neinsty-
tutsionalnu regulation and organization of the creative process.

Therefore, analysis of the works of Plahov "Tradition and society : the experience of philosophical and socio-
logical studies" can be stated that its findings serve as an important foundation for the modern understanding of the tra-
ditions in close connection with the innovations taking place in the culture, which can be justified by the following
provisions. First, the author gives a fairly thorough definition of tradition that still exists today, as explained sotsio-
geneza processes, the nature and essence of innovation and the nature of innovation taking place in the culture. Second,
is thoroughly characteristic qualities of tradition. Thirdly, V. Plahov offered clear classification functions that tradition
is played in different areas of human existence — science, technology, religion, art, emphasizing the importance of tradi-
tion to art. Fourth, it seems important to emphasize the informational nature of the tradition, which, in fact, determine
their specific functions and metamorphosis, which find expression in a variety of objective things. The last argument
allows the formation of a communicative approach to tradition as a means of transmission of cultural experiences.
