Pupil 1: Scotland is a country of great variety
with its own unique character and strong tradi-
tions. It is a very beautiful country famous for the
diversity of its landscapes. Scottish lakes, called
“lochs”, are surrounded by picturesque hills and
mountains. The most famous of the Scottish
lochs is Loch Ness, because of the mystery of its
monster. It is not the largest lake in Britain, but it
is 35 km long. The water of the lake is dark and
always very cold.

The chronicler of the 6th century was the first
to report about a strange creature that was 30
yards long, with two humps in its back, the head
of a snake, a giraffe-like neck and two very short
front legs. People called the water monster Nes-
sie. The articles about it appeared in the news
from time to time.

In 1934 the first book about the Loch Ness
monster was published. Scientists also got in-
terested in discovering the truth, fn 1987 they
crossed the lake using sonar equipment but
didn’t find Nessie. Nevertheless they did not deny
the fact that there was a large moving object in
the lake.

The Loch Ness monster is a real attraction for
people from all parts of Britain and from many
other countries. A museum was opened in Scot-
land several years ago. It has more than 4000
written reports and drawings of Nessie made by
the people who “had seen” it.

Pupil 2: 1t is a small country but there is no
other part of the British Isles where national spirit
is stronger, national pride more intense or nation-
al traditions more cherished than in Wales.

The 800-year-old National Eisteddfod, an an-
nual festival of Welsh music and poetry has been
held early in August since the 12th century. It at-
tracts Welsh people from all over the world. Welsh
is the official language of the festival. The program
includes male choirs, brass-band concerts, many
children’s events, drama, arts and crafts.

The most impressive ceremony of the festival
is the crowning of the Bard. When the best poet’s
name is called, he comes forward to the platform.
There he is given a purple robe to wear. A crown
of golden oak leaves is placed on his head. He is
treated with the highest honour and respect for
the whole year: he is the king of poets.

Pupil 3: England means different things to dif-
ferent people. To some of them it is “a fortress
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built by nature”, to some — “a foggy Albion”. Some
people call it “the workshop of the world”, oth-
ers — “a land of sleepy rural beauty”.

One of the oldest prehistoric monuments and
one of the wonders of the world can be found
here. It is Stonehenge. The monument consists
of two circles of huge stone blocks. Inside them
there are two groups of stones in the shape of
a horseshoe. There is no written record of their
origin and they have always been surrounded by
mystery, ft is a ritual monument of Druids used
for performing mystic rites at dawn on Midsum-
mer Day (24th June). On June 21st, the Congest
day of the year, the rising sun faces the open
part of the horseshoe and shines on the centre
stone. The word Stonehenge probably derives
from Saxon and means “a place of the hanging
stones”. Scientists think that the early inhabitants
of Britain were sun-worshippers; they thought of
the sun as a god and they built Stonehenge in
honour of that god.

There are many theories explaining Stone-
henge’s function, ranging from a place of ritual
human sacrifice to a very early astronomic ob-
servatory. But even today the reason for its exis-
tence is mysterious.

Pupil 4: There is an old Irish saying that Ire-
land must be the cleanest place in the world, be-
cause God washes it every day. Ireland is also
called the “Emerald Isle” because of its beautiful
green fields.

Everybody knows that the national emblem
of Ireland is a shamrock. It illustrates the Chris-
tian doctrine of the Trinity to the Irish. Inside the
shamrock there is a red hand. Why is it here?
The legend tells us that 3000 years ago two Vi-
king chiefs went with their men in big boats to
Ireland. They decided that the man who would
touch the Irish land first would be the king of it.
When the boats were quite near the land one of
the chiefs cut off his right hand and threw it over
to the land. His hand touched the land first and he
became the king of Ireland.

Pupil 5: Americans admire their Hollywood, it's
the name of a Los Angeles district which appeared
in 1910, and its also stands for American cinema-
tography. It is part of American entertainment in-
dustry aimed at amusing, educating and giving the
public what it wants. Hollywood helps to create the
“American Dream” and to convince people that the
American way of life is the ideal one.
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One of the greatest events in Hollywood is the
annual presentation of Oscar, the legendary fig-
urine which is the highest Award of the American
Cinema Academy. This organization was found-
ed in 1927. Its aim was to further the develop-
ment of cinematography. Every year in February
the American press publishes the titles of films
that have been chosen for the competition. On
the presentation day there is a magnificent show
in the Los Angeles Music Center. Awards are
given to the best actor, to the best actress, for
the best script, for music, etc. Foreign films also
participate in the competition. Soviet films war
and Peace, Moscow does not believe in tears
have been warded Oscars by the American Cin-
ema Academy. Another tradition is the ceremony
of leaving one’s footprints or handprints on the
pavement in front of the Chinese Theatre. Some
actors consider it too pompous and do not accept
the invitation for the ceremony.

Pupil 6: New Zealand is a gardener’s para-
dise. A visitor’s first impression of this country is
one of green. 800 New Zealand gardens open
to visitors. Kiwis/ as New Zealanders call them-
selves/ like to show off their gardens. In this small
country the open gardens add a social aspect to
a favourite pastime.

Most of the people live on the North Island
where it is warmer and drier with golden beach-
es, thermal areas, ancient Kauri pines and large
cities. Pukeiti, located on the west coast of North
Island, is a grand expression of Kiwi passion for
gardening. It was established in 1952. Here one
can hike miles of grassy walkways on an ancient
volcanic hill to explore one of the largest collec-
tions of rhododendrons in the world.

South Island is a land of more striking climat-
ic contrasts. Climatic diversity with long isolation
from other continents has resulted in the evo-
lution of a unique native flora, which Kiwis call
“the bush”. Christchurch, a city on the east coast
proudly lives up to its title of “garden city”. Each
February the Christchurch Floral Festival is cele-
brated with a garden show.
