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Grounds for retraction, the need to make changes to the published paper, are due to:

— the revealed fact of violation of the authors' assurances regarding the presence of a conflict of interest,

— the revealed fact of inaccuracies in the information regarding the presentation of the results, which arose due to the presence of a conflict
of interest,

— the revealed fact of inaccuracies in the composition of the team of authors, which arose due to the presence of a conflict of interest.

The validity of the claim is verified by the implementation of actions in accordance with the policy of the publication "Rules for rejecting
published articles", which confirmed the presence of proven facts and arguments about the actual presence of a conflict of interest.

The revealed facts of violation of the authors' assurances regarding the presence of a conflict of interest can be corrected with the consent
of the party that declared the existence of a conflict of interest and presented reasonable claims to the authors of the published article.
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
