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trial goods there was a small number of aircraft, ships,
machinery, and equipment. Export of arms and military
equipment ranked an outstanding position.

Significant scientific and technical potential creat-
ed the basis for expansion of Ukraine’s subject speciali-
zation in complex and high-tech products of engineering
and instrumentation, electronics and radio engineering,
and software products. However, the problem of uncom-
petitiveness of its products primarily in the domestic
market and the lack of state support for manufacturers of
products that had already gained international recogni-
tion did not enable to obtain weighty results.

For Ukraine, the process of entering the world
economy was accompanied by the formation of irra-
tional export structure, and hence not a very promising
model of international specialization. The main features
of the country’s economy international specialization
model are related to the fact that Ukraine exports to the
international markets those products (food, ores, pri-
marily ferrous metals) that are relatively low-dynamic
and are characterized by reduction of their share in
global sales. At the same time supplies to high-tech
markets, which determine prospects for the global
economy, are extremely poor.

As noted earlier in this article, this paper is one
of the series addressing the issue of Ukraine’s interna-
tional specialization; therefore the following works will
detail shortcomings of the structure of the country’s
international specialization in the XXI century, and the
need to reformat it considering trends of global trans-
formations.
