The modern problems of art education development in educational institutions are familiar to the ones that were
solved in the second part of XX — early XX centuries. The necessity of creative generalization of historical na-
tive experience of the teachers of the past causes the interest to studying the scientific and creative contribution
of the famous native scientists, theorists and practicians in the art education development. In the article author
aims at the elucidation of the experience of the teachers from the Kherson region of the second half of XI.X — ear-
ly XX centuries as the background of improvement of art education in the modern socio-cultural conditions. By
the way of retrospective analysis of archival and scientific sources the node personalities of art education of
South of Ukraine were defined; their methodical approaches to the art education were defined. As the result of
analysis of the works of the teachers of Kherson province were learned persons who disseminated the ideas that
had the progressive impact on the pedagogical thought development of the end of XIX — early XX century:
I. Derkachev, M. Korf, M. Lange, O. Muzichenko, M. Pirogov, Y. Chepiga and the others. The contribution of
each person in the art education development of the South of Ukraine of the aforesaid period was defined. It was
established that scientists who proved the necessity of reformation of the school education paid attention to the
fact that art education of the child is the obligatory component of educational process and the knowledge of
graphic grammar helps to the pupils to understand the surrounding world better, favors the intensive develop-
ment of thinking, develops the esthetic taste. The scientists paid attention to the necessity of art education as the
component of educational process and the knowledge of graphic grammar helps to the pupils to understand the
surrounding world better, favors the intensive development of thinking, develops the esthetic taste.

In the article was scientifically grounded and characterized the conceptual model of IC-competence development
of the teachers of philological disciplines during the andragogic cycle in the pedagogical postgraduate educa-

tion system.

Taking into account that the system of pedagogic postgraduate education (PPE) is the subsystem of the higher or-
der that is the part of education system in Ukraine that must react on the social demand and consists of the other
subsystems that work according to the unified rules and principles, at the elaboration of the conceptual model of in-
formation-communication competence (1C-competence) of the teachers in the PPE system we separated the four in-
terconnected structural subsystems of the lower order that allow its effective functioning, namely: conceptual, con-
tent-structural, technological and the subsystem of monitoring and assessment of parameters of the IC-competence
level; we understood the connections between them and the essence of the educational process itself that takes into
account the content and structure of this competence; the features of its formation and development on the two stra-
tegic lines in the course and intercourse periods that condition the limits of the model of IC-competence develop-
ment and take into account the levels of this competence of the teachers of philological disciplines who improve
their qualification in the PPE system in which base are the time limits of the teachers’ qualification improvement
(course and intercourse periods that are equal to the andragogic cycle). But the special feature of the model is the
fact that there is no final point of IC-competence development because this competence is the dynamic one and is in
the permanent development that is conditioned by the permanent development of ICT and the methods of its rea-
sonable and expedient use. That is why the five-year cycle is not enough.

The main tasks that must be solved using this model and organizational-pedagogical conditions that allow its ef-
fective functioning were defined. The limits that hinder the full manifestation of the person, its self-realization,
self-presentation, self-organization and activity in the use of ICT by the teachers-philologists in their profession-
al activity and must be overcome at the realization of the elaborated model were outlined
