The article explains the topicality of comprehensive social and pedagogical work with marginalized schoolchil-
dren. It identifies the reasons for marginal behaviour of school-age children. The article observes the absence of
comprehensive social and pedagogical work with marginalized children, which has a negative impact on the
way it is organised as well as on the forms, methods and content, and, therefore, on quality and effectiveness. It
is found that the process of development of social and pedagogical work with marginalized schoolchildren con-
sists of two stages: the first stage is the formation of an innovative team and development of a program of cer-
tain actions; the second stage is about immediate implementation of social and pedagogical work with marginal-
ized schoolchildren. The article highlights the directions of professional work of the social teacher with children.
It covers the structure of work of the social teacher with marginalized schoolchildren, which depends on a num-
ber of factors and includes three stages of implementation of actions, functions, conditions, and performance cri-
teria. The article concludes that it is necessary to do social and pedagogical work with the unity of all of its
structural components

The article deals with the topical problem of health protection of the modern student youth that is the priority of
the state policy.

Pedagogical ergonomics is acknowledged as the branch of pedagogical science that is directed on the creation
of health protecting conditions for optimal guaranteeing of life activity of the educational process participants.
The main points that represent ergonomic approach in professional preparation of the future primary school
teachers were characterized: education in the conditions of collaboration, mutual understanding, positive emo-
