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This study aims to analyse the factors, inhibiting the pro-
motion of teachers in the Magelang regency. The factors,
predicted in this study, include age, rules, comfort, mo-
tivation, and education. The research approach used is
quantitative methods. Respondents, who participated in
this study, were 116 people. The analysis used is a multiple
regression test. Demographic data shows that the respon-
dents, involved in this study, were dominated by female re-
spondents, namely 89 people (76 %) and male respondents
totalling 27 people (23.28 %). Meanwhile, there were 84
respondents (72.41 %) under 45 years old and 32 respon-
dents aged 45 years and over (27.59 %). As many as 83
respondents (71.55 %) during the last 4 years have never
been promoted and as many as 33 respondents (28.45 %)
have not been promoted for 5 years or even more than 5
years. In connection with this promotion, as many as 96
respondents (82.76 %) said that they wanted to be promot-
ed, but as many as 20 respondents (17.24 %) had no desire
to be promoted. Meanwhile, as many as 79 respondents
(68.10 %) felt it was difficult to get promoted and the re-
maining 37 respondents (31.90 %) did not feel difficulties.
The results showed that the age factor has a probability
of 0.000 and the comfort factor has a probability of 0.036
and has a significant effect on the difficulty in advanc-
ing according to the respondents in this study. Meanwhile,
the factors of regulation, motivation, and education do
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not significantly influence the difficulty of promotion for
teachers

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The article highlights the features of aims setting process of
pre-service primary school teachers’ foreign language com-
municative competence development, which is based on the
definition of the purposes in accordance with the peculiari-
ties of future professional activity. This process is one of the
main educational categories and reflects the features of the
educational process and the results of professional training
of intending primary school teachers.

The paper focuses on the views of Ukrainian and foreign sci-
entists on the types of aims and their functions in the future
teachers’ training.

This work aimed to outline the features of the aims setting
process and to determine the purposes of pre-service prima-
ry school teachers’ foreign language communicative compe-
tence development.

The process of determining the purposes of education is to
form a system of general scientific and special professional
knowledge that provides certain skills of intending primary
school teachers. It is noted, that the main requirements for
formulating the aims of the educational process are: clarity,
hierarchy and diagnostics.

The competence orientation to general (broad sphere of life),
special (narrow sphere of activity) and subject (certain cours-
es) determines three stages of designing the aims of intending
primary school teachers’ foreign language communicative
competence formation: establishing strategic (general) aim,
concretizing it in tactical purposes and forming operational
objectives. Tactical purposes are represented by a set of cog-
nitive, developmental and implementation ones, which are
specified by operational objectives. To schematically depict
the hierarchy of the aims for the pre-service professionals’
foreign language communicative competence development,
the method “Aim Tree” was used, which allows to display

the hierarchical structure of the aims by dividing the overall
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aim (level 1) into subaims (level 2), which in turn are divided
into new sub-aims (level 2)

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The change in axiological guidelines in the current social
and cultural situation makes the problem of preserving in-
dividuality, particularly values, extremely relevant. Value
education is an effective means of solving this problem.

The purpose of the study is to determine the substantive
requirements for the value component in the professional
training of future linguists regarding changing axiological
guidelines. The validity of the formulated provisions and
conclusions is ensured by the involvement of acts, regulating
the training of future specialists in foreign philology both in
Ukraine and in European countries and the use of develop-
ments in the field of philosophy of education, modern axio-
logical and pedagogical knowledge.

Based on the analysis, it is substantiated, that the result of
professional training of foreign languages linguists should
lie in the involvement and assimilation of (1) knowledge
values, (2) teacher s identity values, (3) interrelation values
in education. The outlined system of values correlates with
the requirements of the Common European Framework (as
it regulates the development of the future specialist of the

The importance of modeling, as a method of educational
process’ studying components, has been determined. The
authors’ model of praxeological competence formation of
future master of dentistry is presented. It consists of the
basic components, which are determined as interconnect-
ed blocks: the target one declares the goal and defines
the tasks necessary for its achievement; theoretical-meth-
odological block reveals the praxeological competence
structure (motivation, gnostic, activity, deontic, scientif-
ic-research, reflexive components), basic approaches (com-
petence, system, personal, activity, synergetic, context),
principles (subsequence, transparency, evidence-based,
scientificity, rationality, creativity, effectiveness) and ways
for achieving the aim based on the updated normative base
of dental education (branch educational standard of the
specialty “Dentistry”, EQC, EPP, elaborated on its base
and with the use of necessary pedagogical conditions), the
content-procedural block determines the ways of pedagog-
ical conditions realization based on the updated content of
dental education of interdisciplinary integration of basic
and professional subjects, improvement of methodologi-
cal instruments (classroom work, projects, self-study work,
individual, distant forms, traditional, innovative, interac-
tive methods; means of simulation, under clinic conditions,
portfolio), resulting-reflexive block reflects and fixes the
levels of future masters’ of dentistry praxeological compe-
tence formation according to its components and is based
on correspondent criteria and indicators, gives a possibility
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to ascertain an obtained educational result according to de-
fined levels (minimal and sufficient).

The model shows the researched process as an integral sys-
tem that gives a possibility to correct the future masters’ of

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A theoretical review of modern scientific sources on the prob-
lem of “speech readiness” for the schooling of older pre-
school children with typical psychophysical development and
speech disorders is presented. The aim of research: analysis
of modern research on speech readiness for the schooling of
older preschool children with typical and speech disorders.
The objective of research was to substantiate scientific sourc-
es on the study of the terms “speech readiness” and “speech
preparation” for school in older preschoolers, determina-
tion of components of speech readiness of children of older
preschool age with speech disorders.

1t is established that there are different views on the defini-
tion of the terms “speech readiness” and “speech training”.
Speech readiness for the school includes children’s mastery
of grammatical, lexical norms of speech, enriched vocabu-
lary, use in educational and everyday activities of various
functions of speech, it is determined that speech readiness
contributes to the process of speech preparation of the future
student to master the school curriculum. Speech training in-
volves general and special training. It was determined that
the formation of basic intellectual, semiotic and regulatory
components is necessary for the speech readiness of children
with speech disorders, which are formed under the influ-
ence of a special complex of correctional and developmen-
tal speech therapy work. Based on the analysis of scientific
sources, the components of speech readiness for the school-
ing of older preschool children with speech disorders were
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identified: cognitive is about understanding of the semantic
constructions of language and speech, motivational is about
understanding of social and cognitive motives of learning;
the component of activity — active participation in various
types of speech activity, emotional — verbalization of emo-
tions and feelings

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This type of research is a descriptive research by the quali-
tative approach about the reinforcement of maja labo dahu
attitude in practicing Pancasila value through the learning
of Pancasila and civic education in State Madrasah Tsanawi-
yah (MTsN) 1 Bima City.

Second, the supporting factor
of reinforcement of maja labo dahu attitude in practicing
Pancasila values through the learning of Pancasila and civic
education in MTSN 1 Bima City, including: a) a competent
teacher, b) facility, ¢) curriculum, d) extracurricular activity,
e) school culture, f) parents and society, g) the involvement
of all the teacher and school staff. Meanwhile, the obstacle
factor, including: a) the curriculum content has not listed ex-
plicitly the philosophy of maja labo dahu, b) the large school
environment, c) school environment, family and society do
not support each other. However, the solution of the rein-
forcement of maja labo dahu attitude toward students is not
only the Pancasila and civic education teacher s responsibil-
ity, but it needs the involvement of all school sides to conduct
supervision, assistance, family environment, community and
government. Third, the form of practicing the values of Pan-

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In the article, the author points out the need for the develop-
ment of a speech personality in educational institutions as
a prerequisite for the development of harmonization of the
personality, its successful socialization in society.
