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Abstract. The article analyzes the issues of social support and inclusive
approaches in the system of postgraduate education for veterans in the USA and
Ukraine, within the context of social transformations and martial law. Professional
training for veterans plays an important role in their reintegration into civilian life, the
development of social activity, and the restoration of social responsibility. In the
context of war, postgraduate education helps veterans adapt to new realities, promotes
the development of their critical thinking, and contributes to the recovery of
communication skills and psychological resilience.

Social support for veterans includes not only psychological assistance but also
individualized educational programs that take into account life experience and
readiness for learning. Inclusive approaches in education ensure equal opportunities
for veterans, particularly through adapted teaching methods and the establishment of
supportive relationships between professors and students. Educators must be prepared
for dialogue and understanding the specific needs of veterans.
The article also examines the experience of American universities in supporting
veterans, especially the Brown University model, which combines academic flexibility,
psychological support, and social mentoring. The Ukrainian context requires the
creation of similar mechanisms, combining pedagogical, socio-psychological, and
organizational components to effectively integrate veterans.
The study highlights the importance of social responsibility as a key competency in
postgraduate education, helping veterans overcome trauma and actively participate in
rebuilding society. A crucial role is played by the creation of a micro-social
environment in educational institutions, including support networks, teacher training,
and the development of digital technologies for flexible learning.
The conclusions emphasize the need for state policy to support postgraduate education
for veterans, including funding, inter-agency coordination, and the development of
inclusive educational standards that will facilitate veterans' successful reintegration
into society.
