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Mental and spiritual values as basic identytety self-determination rights in the era of globalization

The article deals with the basic aspects of social and cultural changes caused by globalization processes at the
present stage of its development. Particular attention is paid to the problems of self-determination rights, indirect spiritual,
mental value, ethnonational transformations that affect the processes of identification and identity. The need for
establishing the foundations of tolerance and an attitude of respect for other cultures while maintaining their own national
identity and cultural specificity.

Globalization creates a wide range of problems related to various areas of social life. Last and encourages
researchers to focus primarily on the problems of human identity and its identity, transformation, which, in fact, gave rise
to the processes that are now called globalization. That man — the main active protagonists of globalization.

Therefore, the process of globalization in the early twenty-first century. actualized many problems. Among them a
prominent place occupied Questions spiritual values and ethno-national identity and self-identity. It is through the process of
identification and identity, as well as related needs, perceptions, feelings, values, intentions, motives, and emerging
identification with certain cultural patterns and models, behavioral-role function, social institutions and relationships.

For a long time it was thought that it was opposed by traditionalist values of modernization, but socio-cultural
dynamics of the globalized world has forced the scientific community in a different way vidrefleksuvaty this conventional
sense. Currently, the primary identity becomes qualitatively new characteristics: traditional instruction reinterpreted and
adapted to the new reality. It is the spiritual and religious values can now not only contribute to the socio -cultural
integration in societies that modernized — appeal to them is ethically motivated the search criteria of individual identity.

It is not surprising that even in developed countries is now clear tendency to the restoration of historical and
ethnic character of local traditions and cultural features that are often inherent characteristics of individual and group
identity, a sort of "guarantors" of sustainability. Growing popularity of so-called education historical language that may
have lost communication at the same time preserved the identity function, and therefore attracted ever lost interest.
Popularized ethnic cuisine, Absolutely Africa in clothing, interiors, architecture.

General form of integration into the global community of ethnic and cultural space is now increasingly becoming
a problem of personal choice. And that choice is inevitable in defining the boundaries of identity involves isolating specific
characteristics of individuals and groups in correlation with the corresponding value of spiritual and cultural symbols of
the nation state ( civilization) or separate inokulturnogo group.

So the two (the actual day ) directions search for identity — unity in diversity and opposition group etnoduhovnyh
property values of other cultures — are transformed into a kind of conflict — between multiculturalism and ethnic
nationalism.

Multiculturalism — as guidance on maintaining ethnic unity and the value of the inhomogeneous society — offers
a model of social action focused on freedom of expression of cultural experience. Multiculturalism is committed to cultural
diversity as a constant (essential) and the most valuable quality (features) of the modern world , but politics is understood
as democratic and developed countries. Parameters relevant policy sets the state.

The task of any nation state that understands the inevitability of globalization — primarily to preserve their own
mental-spiritual values that form the core of its culture. Ethnic identity is really suffering under the pressure of globalization
active calls. The common area of residence and a common past, historical memory, traditions, rituals, traditions — all that is
the basis of ethnic and national identity of the people, now more and more is on the periphery of the problems faced by the
state, affected by migration, planting Westernized samples masovizatsiyi mosaic of culture and so on.

The most important premise that today must prevail in dealing with the problems of globalization , there is an
understanding that formed millennia mental and spiritual values do not have to compete with one hand — with new, partly
technologized universalizovanymy samples and culture, on the other — inokulturnogo samples must not "dilute" ethnic-
national values and are formed on the basis of their identity. Therefore the main task today — equal dialogue of cultures.
For problems with laying the foundations of cultural dialogue and tolerance should be directed work state based
education friendly attitude towards other cultures, the development of various forms of intercultural exchange, but subject
to the express terms of emphasis on preserving the national identity and cultural specificity.

Individualist and collectivist priorities of Ukrainian culture in empirical studies

The article analyzes the quantitative study of Ukrainian culture values given cluster collectivist individual
priorities. On this basis, concluded that the inability to establish the level of dominance in modern Ukrainian culture of
individualism and/or collectivism that indirectly value-mental and socio-political factors of transformation.

The research we have grouped (as far as possible) by chronology: a study Colamborative International Study of
Managerial Stress (CISMS) (P. Spectrum, K. Cooper, K. Sparks (1996)), a survey D. Maitri and T. Bradley (1997), to
study business School dean of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy, Mr. Sheremet (1999), data on students with Ukrainian cities
received by Russian researchers Latov N. and J. Latov (2006 ), the research staff of the Department of Nature and
Psychology research Institute of ethnicity, S. and A. Novosad Cheshkova who interviewed 15- 17-year-old Ukrainian teen
on basic psycho signs (spring 2006), S. Novosad independent research conducted by in two phases (2006 and 2009),
which involved interviewing young Ukraine aged 18 to 30 years and adults-aged 31 to 45 years of research within the
third wave of the international project "European Social Survey" (EUROPEAN SOCIAL SURVEY (ESS) by the method of
S. Schwartz (December 2006 — January 2007), a survey initiated by N. Litvinenko and G. Pylypenko conducted based
techniques G. Hofstede, 2008 (2012), to study L. Pochebut and |. Meyzhys, the author studies within the project ment
professor of Warsaw University of Levitsky, reflected in Article VI Semkiva Ukrainian researchers. Unfortunately the time
of the last study we were unable to install.

Also in the scientific literature can be found information on research, which is mentioned in the works of Lime
"World economy: structural foundations of civilization" (Kharkov, 2007). It individualism level in Ukraine is set at 18 points
(rather low figure). A distance of power — is very high (92 points). Russian researchers Latov N. and J. Latov emphasize
the impossibility to establish the representativeness of the sample, since there is no way to verify it. However, it was her
they used in their research, in particular to check the level of Westernization mentality of students who modernized.

In our opinion, the more important operating time can be considered a thesis B. Linden, the conclusions which
the author notes the ambivalence of socially-oriented value system of our country.

Overall analysis available for our review and our review of the proposed eleven quantitative research allows to
state the following.

As a culture, dominated by collectivist Ukrainian determine priorities: 1) B. Lipov (individualism — low power
distance — high ) 2) Mr. Sheremet (collectivism — high power distance — large), 3) J. Latov, H. Latov (individualism —
rather low power distance — low), 4) A. Cheshkov, S. Novosad (collectivism — high), 5) N. Litvinenko and G. Pylypenko
(individualism — low power distance — low ), 6) I. Semkiv, M. Levitsky (collectivism — high), 7) European Social Survey
(collectivism-high).

Among the studies , as evidenced by the dominance of individualistic priorities , we can identify the following:
1) The range of K. Cooper, K. Sparks (individualism — high power distance — low), 2) T. Bradley, D. Maitri (individualism
rather high power distance — low), 3) Pochebut L., I. Meyzhys (high individualism), 4) S. Novosad collectivism and
individualism take almost flat position).

Here, we believe that you should pay attention to some inconsistencies.

First, most studies Ukraine demonstrates a fairly high rate of power distance, which according to the theory of
G. Hofstede, which is supported by most of his followers, should indicate a predominance of individualistic tendencies.

Second, as is clear from the analysis within the studies conducted by western experts, the Ukrainian culture
shows not only an individualistic orientation. Even indicators that are working authors somewhat in their methods
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(although are quantified in the same dimensions as in our research) as a result get different conclusions. You may work
in favor of individualism in fact belong to the authors project individualistic cultures and testing techniques mainly within
the western individualistic cultures, which warned D. Matsumoto.

Thirdly, we should also note that research results are still somewhat indirect. Settings for safety and conformity,
for example, in our opinion, can only indicate a situational socio-economic and political problems that appear in individual
well-being and accordingly affect the internal psychological priorities, but do not demonstrate the benefits collectivist
mentality nature and value Ukrainian culture.

In addition, theoretical analysis indicates collections by the inability to determine what type of Ukrainian culture
can be attributed, at least today. Therefore, at present we can only say with certainty unless the ambivalence of
Ukrainian culture, although this claim is partly mediated by objective factors forming Ukraine as a country going through
and going through hard times.
