Cultural tourism plays not only an important role in the presentation of the
culture of the country, but also contributes to attracting the attention of government officials both at the state and local
levels to the problems of preserving the national cultural heritage, bringing it into the appropriate state with a view to
obtaining a worthy place in the treasury of the World Cultural Heritage. The object of increased tourist interest is the
cultural landscape, since in fact, in its geographic and territorial limits, most of the destinations attractive for tourists are
created thanks to the presence of unique, including natural, tourist and recreational resources, in fact around or on the
basis of which the corresponding tourist infrastructure develops.
